Father Tom Gillespie
has been assigned as the new Parochial Vicar at Saint Paul and Saint Wendelin Parishes! Thank
you God!

Father Tom is the son of Robert and Madeline Gillespie. He has three brothers, Bob, Greg and
Jeft, and one sister, Patti. He attended Annunciation School on Pittsburgh’s North Side and North
Catholic High School. He graduated from the University of Notre Dame with a bachelor’s degree
in 1990 and received a medical degree from the University of Pittsburgh School of Medicine in
1996.
