NEWS FROM FR. STEVE 
 

"I lift up my eyes to the mountains: from where shall come my help?   
My help shall come from the Lord who made heaven and earth."  Psalm 121 

 

Our help truly does come from the Lord!  As promised I am giving you, my parish families, an update on how things are 
going.  My surgery went well on July 1st.  I was in the O.R. from 7 am until 12:30 pm.  Then my journey took me to the 
recovery room until 7 pm.  Once in a room the real "work" of healing was to begin.  I was released from the hospital by 
the 4th of July so I did not get to see all of the big fireworks.  The next two weeks involved a lot of rest and listening to 
the doctors orders to also keep moving.  Many walks each day, noticing my strength growing and the pain 
lessening.  God is good!!! 
 

July 16th took me back to the doctor's office for my 2 week checkup.  My doctor was so happy with how I am healing and 
progressing.  He gave me the awesome news that the pathology reports all show that the cancer was contained to the 
prostate and has not spread.  The lymph nodes are all clear.  This means that I will not require any other types of 
treatment for the cancer.  Praise God! 
 

For the past 16 days I have had a catheter as part of the treatment necessary to allow my bladder to heal.  My recovery 
now involves getting the bladder to work as God intended.  My doctor wants me to continue to rest and give my body 
the time it needs to completely heal.  I go back for another checkup in 4 weeks, August 20th.  At that time he figures I 
will be able to start back into ministry at both parishes. 
 

I firmly believe that our help does come from the Lord.  He has been so present to me throughout this entire journey.  I 
am enjoying reading the get well wishes that so many of you have sent and the kinds notes you have written in your 
cards.  I am also enjoying all of the pictures that some of our young people have colored, drawn or even painted for me.  I 
have even enjoyed putting together a Lego model of Fallingwater that was given to me to help pass the time needed to 
allow my body to heal. 
 

Thank you to all of you my family!  Your prayers and support are a blessing and the best gift that we can give each 
other.  The thing I miss the most is celebrating Mass.  I have a greater appreciation for all of the members of our parish 
families and community who can only participate in Mass by watching it on T.V.  Many have told me how they wish 
they could get to church.  Now I understand first hand.  Amazing how God works, and how there is always a lesson to be 
learned.  We have people who cannot GO to church and want to be there and we have the people who can GO to church 
and simply don't because they do not want to be there. 
 

Thank you again for all of your Masses, rosaries, prayers and encouragement.  Please know of my prayers for each of 
you.  May God continue to bless you and may you always be a blessing to everyone you meet.
