                                     TENEBRAE SERVICE 
             Wednesday, March 31, 2010 at 7:30 PM at St. Paul Church 

 

The word �Tenebrae� means darkness in Latin. It refers to a public singing of Matins (a night office) and 
Lauds (a morning office), part of the old form of the Liturgy of the Hours. The Liturgy has a tone of 
mourning and a ceremony of light, which uses several candles. One by one these candles are extinguished 
until, after the last candle is put out, a prayer is offered in darkness, one candle is relit and the assembly 
disperses in silence.
